What’s New

· Air conditioning units have recently been installed in both the lounge and master bedroom. These are top quality class A units which are economical to run and are operated via a euro coin meter.
· Wireless internet has also recently been installed there is no charge for this service.
· The patio area is now covered with a sun screen meshing offering more shade whilst still keeping its light and airy feel. The patio table and six chairs have also been upgraded. 

· To further improve privacy the height of the rear pool wall has been increased. Guest comments following this work have been very positive; we are therefore considering raising the height of the walls to either side of the pool.
· The television has been replaced. The new unit can play DVD’s and also has an IPod docking station which will play both music and video.

Restaurants to try in Playa Blanca (a little more upmarket)

· La Romantica – sea views – location near the taxi rank

· La Bocaina – on the right just past the filling station on the way to the town centre

· Las Aromas – down the street almost opposite the bus station

· Arte Pasta - near Marina Rubicon (also very good for takeaways)
· El Horno De La Abuela – a traditional Spanish restaurant away from the busy sea front offering great quality food (one of our favourites). Situated on La Tegala close to the taxi rank. 
Places to visit

· Arrecife – although this is the capital it is well worth a visit. There are a good selection of shops and cafes and the sea front is very attractive.  Visit the seventeenth floor of the tall 5* Gran hotel and savour very reasonably priced and delicious coffee and cakes whilst enjoying panoramic views.

· Teguise – Is a very attractive, typically Spanish and usually quiet old town, worth browsing around and enjoying drinks, snacks, tapas, or a meal at one of several welcoming bars/restaurants. Market day is Sunday when the town becomes alive with entertainment, live music and great atmosphere. 

· Famara Beach – Situated on the Northwest coast, this is perfect for those who enjoy surf and can manage without facilities.

· El Grifo Wine Museum - is housed in ancient bodegas that date back to 1775 and were built on top of the solidified lava issued from the volcanic eruption of that century. A true example of local architecture, the cellar is marked by the simplicity of its constructing materials; extraordinary thick walls made of volcanic stones and plaster combined with ceilings supported by long wooden beams. Location: Lugar de El Grifo. Apdo. Correos nº 6. San Bartolomé.
