Restaurants to try in the vicinity of Playa Blanca (a little more upmarket)

·  Salmarina at Playa Quemada- It’s a short drive from Playa Blanca but has excellent food and wine and is, literally, on the seashore of this tiny fishing village – very tranquil!  (turn right at the roundabout just before the camel hire ranch).
· La Bodega de Santiago (the “pink” palace seen from the roundabout near Yaiza).  We took advantage of a two for one taster menu at this family owned and very Spanish restaurant- fine dining in pleasant surroundings. 
· Femes.  This delightful little hill village is worth visiting for coffee, sangria etc. taken on a veranda with superb views of Playa Blanca.  There are also two restaurants, not yet sampled for meals.
Places to visit

·  the Mirador del Rio – in the extreme North of the island, it provides sea views that are difficult to forget.  The restaurant cut into the cliff provides fantastic, panoramic views of sea and sky from deep, wide windows or from the terrace.  They serve drinks, snacks or a limited selection of meals.
· The Island of Graciosa (overlooked from the Mirador del Rio) If you want to go back in time, take the short ferry trip from the port of Orzola to the small town of Caleta Del Sebo, where there is a selection of bars and restaurants.  There are no made roads but you can go on jeep safaris, follow marked walks or just wander through the streets.
